e Various missing elevations, many of which cross the Q.E.W. or are located on the
south-west side of the Q.E.W.

e Reversed slopes near north end cul-de-sac at Beach Boulevard



e Grafton pump station has no outlet in the database. Outfall HZ030OF02 has no pipe
connection.
